MCIA targets 10-m passengers in 2017

GMR MEGAWIDE Cebu Airport Corporation (GMCAC) recently disclosed that the country’s second busiest gateway
logged a total of 8.9 million, with 6.7 million domestic passengers and 2.2 million international passengers. 2016
grew 12 percent from the previous year, with 2015 passenger arrivals registering a total of 7.98 million with 5.91
million domestic passengers and 2.07 international passengers.

Mactan-Cebu International Airport is targeting to hit 10-million passenger arrivals by the end of 2017, or a 12% jump

from 2016. Both GMCAC and MCIAA voiced their optimism that the airport will be able to attain double-digit growth
this year.
